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TRANSCRIPT BEGIN:

[JACK SCHMITT]  Any questions for Warren?  Dick, are you back on?

[DICK GORDON]  I’m on, Jack.

[JACK SCHMITT]  We need a little more volume if we can.  Yeah, you’re up.  OK.  You got anything for Warren other than . . . that can be publicly said?  (laughter)  Dick?  

[DICK GORDON]  Yes.

[QUESTION 1]  Howard Lodge, JSC???  A question that came up—I observed Neil’s presentation to the society of experimental test pilots and I noted that there were several accidents with the lunar training vehicles when they were brought to Houston.  There were not accidents when they were being tested and they were being used in the Dryden environment early mornings.  I was sort of curious how big a factor in the accidents was the shift in the environment from the early morning Dryden situation to operating on the coast with the winds, or wasn’t that a factor?

[WARREN NORTH]  You bring up a good point that’ll be covered, I’m sure, in Wayne’s presentation and by Mr. Matranga.

[QUESTIONER]  Thank you.  I appreciate it.

[JACK SCHMITT]  OK.  Anything else?  Dick, have you had any afterthoughts during the break?

[DICK GORDON]  No, Jack.  I took a break from you.
